I, ____________________________, hereby authorize Emily Maiella, Doctor of Naturopathic medicine to perform the following specific procedures as necessary to facilitate my recommendations for the present health concerns.

Medicinal use of nutrition: therapeutic nutrition, nutritional supplementation, and intramuscular vitamin injections.
Botanical medicine:  botanical substances may be prescribed as teas, alcoholic tinctures, capsules, tablets, cremes, or suppositories.
Homeopathic medicine:  the use of highly dilute quantities of naturally occurring plants, animals and minerals to gently stimulate the body’s healing responses.
Lifestyle counseling and hygiene: diet therapy, promotion of wellness including recommendations for exercise, sleep, stress reduction and balancing of work and social activities.

Minor office procedures:  e.g., dressing a wound, ear cleansing.

Prescription medicines: Vermont state only

Venipuncture and intramuscluar hormone injections: Vermont state office only

Physical Medicine and Physical exams: Vermont state office only
I recognize the potential risks and benefits of these procedures as described below:

Potential risks:  allergic reactions to prescribed herbs and supplements, side effects of natural medications, inconvenience of lifestyle changes, injury from injections, venipuncture or procedures.

Notice to Pregnant Women:  All female patients must alert the doctor if they know or suspect that they are pregnant as some of the therapies used could present a risk to the pregnancy.

With this knowledge, I voluntarily consent to the above procedures, realizing that no guarantees have been given to me by Dr. Maiella regarding cure or improvement of my condition.  I understand that I am free to withdraw my consent and to discontinue participation in these procedures at any time. 

I understand that Emily Maiella is a Naturopathic physician, licensed in Vermont.  In Massachusetts, Dr. Maiella is not a licensed physician, and cannot diagnose and treat diseases.  All health care advice is to be regarded as recommendations and further health consultation with your primary care doctor should be pursed.  

This record will be kept confidential and will not be released to others unless so directed by myself or my representative or unless it is required by law. 

Cancellation Policy 

I require a minimum of 24 hours notice to cancel an appointment.  If you have missed or rescheduled an appointment with less than 24 hours notice, you will be responsible for a half of the appointment fee. In the case of “acts of nature” such as snowstorms or family illness, the cancellation policy will be waived. I unfortunately have time constraints that do not allow for patients being more than 15 minutes late.  If you find that you are running late, please give the office a call to avoid making an unnecessary trip.  I will make every effort to accommodate your circumstances. 

Telephone consults:

I am happy to answer quick questions, though patients will be billed for telephone consultations over 5 minutes. 
Fees:

I am set up as «fee for service».  Payment is expected at the time of your visit.  Check and cash only please.  I do not bill insurance companies.  Unpaid balances will incrue a 1.5% finance charge per month.
